May be affiliated with the US State Department, other governmental agencies,
multinational organizations, or the private sector
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Financial need is not a factor in awarding this scholarship.

To be considered, submit your application, essay and one letter of academic reference
to the MSU Office of Study Abroad no later than February 27, 2009. Scholarships for
variable amounts ranging from $500 to $1500 will be awarded to recipients.
